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   Did Jesus Claim to be  God?

The unbelieving Jews whined, “… It is the sabbath 
day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed.” (v. 10) 

Could they be more grave?  They would strain at gnats 
and swallow camels to rob Jesus of His due respect.  
They blamed the lame man for carrying a burden, and 
blamed Jesus for doing work.  For this, these Sabbath-
keepers would kill Jesus if they could find a way.


“And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and 
sought to slay him, because he had done these 
things on the sabbath day.”  - John 5:16 

Is it Wrong for Jesus to Heal on the Sabbath? 


No, it is not wrong for Jesus to heal on the Sabbath.  
Man was not made for the Sabbath; if work needed to 
be done, it should be done.  If an ox could be pulled 
from a ditch on the Sabbath, could a cripple not be 
healed?  But this goes even deeper. Jesus is not a mere 
man; He is very God.  If man wasn’t made for the 
Sabbath, it is certain that God will not be bound by it 
either.


Some of the Pharisees even came to understand that 
no sinner could do the Sabbath miracles of Jesus.


  “Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is 
not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath 
day. Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do 
such miracles? And there was a division among 
them.  - John 9:16 

In John Chapter 5, Jesus ran into some angry Jews who 
tried to clobber Him for healing a man on the Sabbath.  
This story is more than an encouraging look at Jesus as a 
kind healer; Jesus uses the occasion to establish that He is 
God and Savior. 

“Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk.”  - John 
5:8 
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Jesus infuriated the would-be killers even more 
when He answered their accusation.


“…My Father worketh hitherto, and I work.”  - 
John 5:17 

That did it. He just claimed to be God, right out 
there in the streets of Jerusalem.  They wanted to 
kill Him even more “because he not only had 
broken the sabbath, but said also that God was 
his Father, making himself equal with God (John 
5:18) 

In the following five verses, Jesus delivered a “verily 
verily” and then rained on His accusers the facts 
that Jesus is doing nothing by Himself, that God the 
Father is His partner, and that they will work even 
greater miracles together in the future that will make 
people marvel.  They will even raise the dead 
together.  Speaking of the dead, His Father has 
given Jesus all authority to be the Judge of both 
dead and living.  And if you don’t honor the Son, 
you don’t honor the Father either.  According to 
Jesus, you will either honor Him as God the savior 
or you will be in deep trouble when you die.


“Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the 
which all that are in the graves shall hear his 
voice…”  - John 5:28 
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It is chilling that those unbelieving haters of God will be called from their graves by the very voice that called 
the lame man to “rise, take up thy bed, and walk.”  Irony and justice will triumph when truth dawns.  The 
One they doubly wished to kill will rise from the dead and one day pronounce the second death on His 
deniers.  


It never had to be that way.  They could have believed and gotten a far greater miracle than the lame man 
received, a forever healing from their own spiritual lameness.  Today, the sinner can still be saved by grace.  
Those who think they are good enough by law will hear their name called by the very One they denied. The 
choice is being made even now to believe in Jesus as Savior or face Him as Judge.
